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· Government Code § 51.901
(a) If a clerk has a basis in good faith to believe that a document or instrument previously filed or being offered for filing is fraudulent the clerk shall notify the party it’s against or the person who owns the property.
(b) 2 business day deadline for notification
(c) Presumed fraudulent if:
1) From a court that isn’t expressly created or established under Texas or US law or from a judge of the same;
2) Lien or claim against property not provided for by law, not created by the debtor or owner, or not a lien imposed by a court with jurisdiction; or
3) A lien or claim filed by an inmate.
(d) If a County Clerk believes in good faith a lien filed with their office is fraudulent they shall:
1) Request help from the County or District Attorney to determine if it is;
2) Request supporting evidence from the filer; and
3) Forward any additional documentation to the County or District Attorney;
(e) Inmates may file liens if they have a notarized document from the debtor or owner putting the property up as collateral and stating they entered into a security agreement with the inmate.
(f) Inmates are persons housed in a jail or in a TDCJ facility.
· Government Code § 51.902 (Fake Judgements)
· Procedure for challenging a 51.901(c)(1) fraudulent filing
· Filed in district court by person the judgement is against
· District Clerk can’t charge filing fees
· Ex Parte hearing allowed
· Judge’s findings are filed in same records as the fraudulent filing
· County Clerk can’t charge to put the findings in their records
· Government Code § 51.903 (Fake Liens)
· Procedure for challenging a 51.901(c)(2) fraudulent filing
· Like 51.903 except the findings also go out to filer, debtor, and property owner within 7 business days and the findings are appealable
· Civil Practice and Remedies Code Chapter 12 
· Liability for Fraudulent Filing
· District and County Attorney can file suit as well as victims
· Filing fee limited to $15, service fee to $20 for in person or actual cost of postage, no other fees allowed
· If plaintiff prevails court can require defendant to pay the shortfall from normal filing fee
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
